      Garden Teas That Make Things Grow (But nothing you would consider drinking)   
    Try your hand at making liquid fertilizers that are easy to make and are great for the many 
plants in your garden.  Manure tea for instance, can be made by placing a shovel full of manure 
into a burlap bag and closing the top securely. Now place the bag into a large bucket  and add 
water. Swirl your "tea bag" around, making it soak up enough water to keep it submerged, and 
then let your manure tea steep for one week.  After a week, pour off the finished tea into a wa-
tering can. Use full strength on soil, but dilute to 1/4th strength for foliar feeding. You can use 
the diluted tea as often as you want for fast-growing, heavy-feeder vegetables such as broccoli 
and salad greens. To dilute, mix your manure tea with 3 to 4 parts water, until it is the color of a 
weak iced tea drink. Finish by dumping the contents of your "tea bag"  onto your compost pile. 

 

   Compost tea is made the same way as manure tea, simply by using compost instead of manure. Fresh, fin-
ished, homemade compost made with some manure is best, but commercial types of compost will work fine. If 
you can handle the smell, allow compost tea to brew twice as long as manure tea, but before using it on our 
plants, dilute 50/50 with water. Plants stressed by drought or insects are particularly good at soaking up nutri-
ents through their leaves. Drenching plants with compost tea is also one of the best ways to control fungal leaf-
spot diseases. Early in the evening or on a cloudy day, pour tea over your plants until the upper and lower sides 
of the leaves are dripping wet. Repeat every two to three weeks for a long as you like, but for best results use 
the tea within three weeks of brewing. PLANTS CAN NOT OVER-DOSE ON COMPOST TEA.
