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A rose is arose, is a rose. Well maybe not, as there are more than twelve thousand varieties
of roses for sale in the world. Next time you stop to smell a few blooms in a rose garden, take
a long look at the detail of each.

Your roses should be in full bloom now, adding wonderful color and fragrance to your gar-
den. Indoors their aromatic fragrance and timeless beauty can also be enjoyed. Here are a
few tips that will help make your cuttings last much longer.

1. Cut your roses in the evening or early morning, when the plants have the most water content.
2. Avoid fully opened roses as they will not last as long.
3. Use pruning shears, not scissors, to cut your flowers.

4. Carry a bucket of water with you as you make the cuttings, and plunge the stems into the water as soon as they
have been cut.

5. Re-cut each stem under water before placing them into a vase,. Cut at a sharp angle so that the maximum area
of the cut end is exposed to water.

6. Set the container of roses in a dark, cool, humid place (such as a basement) for several hours before using them
in your arrangement.

7. Prolong the life of the rose cuttings by changing the water daily.
8. Remove all leaves that will be below the water level.

9. Make your own conditioning product by mixing 1 teaspoon of vinegar, one aspirin tablet, and one tablespoon of
sugar in 24 ounces of water.

*Remember that while your roses are outside growing in your garden, they have nutritional needs. See if any of the
following deficiencies seem familiar:

1. Stunted growth with pale leaves-nitrogen deficiency.

2 Lots of leaves but few flowers-too much nitrogen.

3. Dark green leaves on top, but red to purple leaves on the underside-phosphorus deficiency.

4. Weak stems, low disease resistance, wilting, and poor flower production-potassium deficiency.
5.. Of course, remember to water and feed properly.

Find time to enjoy the beauty of your garden and the long summer nights. Happy gardening.
