   Although this month's sultry days feel as though the grow-
ing season will never end, August nights usually begin to 
hint that our summer harvest will soon be over. In many gar-
dens, August brings a sort of intermission. The first plant-
ings of peas, beets, leaf lettuce, carrots and spinach have 
been pulled and replaced with a few fall crops that are now 
just taking hold. Except for ever-blooming marigolds, impa-
tiens, and other annuals, the colors in many flowerbeds 
have turned to solid greens, as showy spring and early 
summer perennials have once again, faded for another 
year.  
   The University of California Cooperative Extension, offers 
for the asking, a chart which shows the best times to plant 
certain vegetables here in Tuolumne County. This chart can 
also be acquired at the Master Gardener's booth at the 
Farmer's Market in Sonora, Saturdays 7:30 a.m. to 11:30  
a.m.  
   In general, at lower elevations, (2500' and below) cool 
season vegetables such as beets, carrots, and cabbage 
have two recommended growing seasons. They may be 
planted in early spring when they can grow during the cool 
spring weather or in late summer when they can grow dur-
ing the cooler fall. At the higher elevations (2500' and 
above) only one season is recommended. Warm season 
vegetables such as beans, corn, and squash should not be 
planted until the soil is warm and warm weather is ahead.  
The following is a list if vegetables that can be grown in the 
later part of July and into August:  
Below 2500' Elevation:  
(1) Plant snap beans, beets, broccoli, cabbage, carrots, 
cauliflower, celery, swiss chard, leaf lettuce, radishes, spin-
ach, and turnips.  
(2) Lightly prune tomatoes and peppers to stimulate new 
growth and continued production. Shade lettuce, chard, to-
matoes, peppers, melons, and eggplants from intense sun.  
(3) Last but not least, fertilize heavy feeders, such as corn, 
cukes, lettuce, squash and onions, using a diluted solution 
of fish fertilizer, once a week.  
Above 2500 'Elevation:  
(1) There aren't any vegetables suggested, except to wait 
until October and try planting artichokes.  
(2) Stop watering potted amaryllis bulbs; store them in a 
dark, dry spot for several weeks, then bring them out again 
to initiate winter blooms.  
   Now is the time to enjoy the rewards of your hours of la-
bor, but remember to share with the hungry and less fortu-
nate.
